The quality of mortuary service in the Turks & Caicos Islands is considered the same as The Bahamas and the United States.  The cost of professional services ranges from $5,000.00.  The Turks and Caicos Islands use U.S. currency. 



Profile of Services Available in the Turks and Caicos Islands Regarding Preparation and Shipment of Remains

Autopsies are mandatory in all cases of sudden death to determine the cause of death. 

The morgue at the hospital in Grand Turk can accommodate approximately 20 remains.  The local mortuaries do not have refrigerated facilities.  

The Cheshire Hall Medical Centre in Providenciales houses a Pathology Department, however, there is no resident Pathologist on the island and autopsies are performed by a licensed Pathologist from the United States, during weekly visits to the island.  Requests are sometimes made to a Bahamian Pathologist (when there is an urgent need).  The morgue facility can house up to 6 bodies.  The longest process after the autopsy is getting the registered death certificate signed.  This can take up to 2 to 3 weeks.  Human remains cannot be repatriated back to the United States without the registered death certificates; therefore, this sometimes cause long delays for family members to receive their loved ones.  

Intra-island transportation is normally handled by private airline charter.  Most planes are twin engine commuter size aircraft (DASH 8) which cannot accommodate a casket.  Scheduled year-round jet service is available from Providenciales to Miami and Atlanta only.  Jet cargo service is available to other U.S. destinations.
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
